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It is the 40th anniversary of the founding of the Yawata City on November 1st, this year. Yawata City is located in
the middle of Kyoto and Osaka, and three rivers of the Kizu river, the Uji river and the Katsura river join together
beside the city. Blessed with richness of nature, history and cultural heritages, Yawata City has been developed as a
city where people and things go and come since ancient times. In recent years, Iwashimizu Hachimangu Shrine with
10 shrine buildings is designated as one of the national treasure of Japan, and “Sukusuku no Mori” - Child Care
Support Center commenced its service and “Sakura-Deai kan” was built at the banks of Yodogawa river where 3
rivers join together, and Shin-Meishin Expressway (between Joyo IC and Yawata-Kyotanabe IC) was newly opened—
a new Yawata City has gradually appeared under the support and cooperation of Yawata citizens. We will continue
to develop the city with Yawata citizens as an attractive town in which people want to live and to keep living
vigorously, expressing respect and appreciation to the predecessor who worked to develop the city. Through this
municipal handbook, I hope you would be fascinated by Yawata City which continues to grow further in the future.
